MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL VESTRY MEETING HELD ON  25th 

APRIL 2010 AT 4.00p.m. IN HOLY CROSS PARISH CHURCH 

Prayers led by the Revôd Canon Derek G. Belcher, 
preceded the meeting. 
 
Chairman’s Welcome: The Revôd Canon Derek G. Belcher 
welcomed all present to the seventeenth Annual Vestry 
Meeting of the Rectorial Benefice at the beginning of his 
tenth year as Rector. 
 
There were twenty six attendees. 
 
Apologies for absence were noted, twelve in total. 
 
The Minutes of the Annual Vestry Meeting held on 
Sunday 26th April 2009 had been circulated with the 2009 
Parish Report. The minutes were accepted on the 
proposition of Mrs. Pamela J. Roberts, seconded by Mrs. 
Marion Layton Matthews. 
 
Parochial Church Council Report and Financial 
Statements 2009. The PCC report (pages 4-7) were 
accepted on the proposition of Mr. Steven Hibbert, seconded 
by Mrs. Yvonne Weeding with an amendment to page six; 
PCC Finances: Unrestricted Funds, Summary 2008 should 
be summary 2009. 
 
The Financial Statements for the year ending December 
2009 (pages 9-15) 
 
1. Page 11: Mr. Hunter Jarvie complained about the state of 
the grave yard at Holy Cross which is in the care of the 
Cowbridge Town Council. It was agreed that The Parish 
Administrator would write to the Town Council and express 
dissatisfaction with their maintenance of the Holy Cross 
grave yard and ask them to remedy this. 
2. Page 14, Missions: Mr. Steven Hibbert asked if all the 
money that is given to charity comes from collections at 
Funerals. The Honorary Parish Treasurer responded that 
this was not the case, as in some instances there are 
donations to charity from funds that are specifically raised for 
that charity eg, SAMS, Christian Aid and the designated 
charity of the annual Christmas Tree Festival. 
3. The Honorary Parish Solicitor, Mr. Hunter Jarvie gave an 
updated to the Annual Vestry Meeting in regard of Page 15 
item 20. Potential Assets, Alms Houses at Llanblethian. Mr. 
Jarvie has been dealing with this matter and anticipates a 
positive resolution of the same in the near future with the 
Title of the land been registered in the name of the Rectorial 
Benefice of Cowbridge. The resolution of this matter was 
made all the more difficult by a statement in the 2008 parish 
report that effectively undermined the Parish legal position. 
Mr. Jarvie asked that in future all legal matters be referred to 
him before any public statement is published.

ANNUAL REPORT AND FINANCIAL  STATEMENTS  

FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST DECEMBER 2010 

The Church in Wales is a province within the Anglican 
Communion and seeks to advance the Christian 
religion through world-wide mission. Its calling is to 
nurture men and women in the faith of Jesus Christ 
and to aid them to grow in the fellowship of the Holy 
Spirit, so that the good news of Godôs grace may be 
clearly proclaimed in the world and that Godôs Kingdom 
may be honoured and advanced. PCC objectives are 
to ensure that Church life and work within the parish 
help to fulfil that mission, both locally and more widely.  
 
The PCC is  aware of the Charity Commissionôs 
guidance on public benefit in ñThe Advancement of 
Religion for the Public Benefitò and have regard to it in 
their administration of the Parish. The PCC believes 
that, by fulfilling its responsibility to work together with 
the Incumbent in the Parish and co-operate in all 
matters of concern and importance for the promotion of 
the whole mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, 
social and ecumenical, it provides a benefit to the 
public by: 

providing resources and facilities for public worship, 
pastoral care and spiritual, moral and intellectual 
development, both for its members and for anyone 
who wishes to benefit from what the Church offers;  
promoting Christian values, and service by members 

of the Churches in the Parish to their communities, 
to the benefit of individuals and society as a 
whole. 

The Benefice is an enlarged Parish, centred on the old 
market town of Cowbridge, within the Vale of 
Glamorgan Deanery, and is part of the Church in 
Wales Diocese of Llandaff. The Parochial Church 
Council (PCC) is registered with the Charity 
Commission; charity number 1131497. The ten 
Churches which make up the Parish are:

THE BENEFICE 

OBJECTS AND CONSTITUTION 

INCUMBENT, PCC, AND ADVISORS 

The names and addresses of the Incumbent, other 
stipendiary Clergy, Independent Examiner, Bankers 
and other professional Advisors, together with the 
names of  PCC Members who have served in the year 
ending 31st December 2010, and on the date this 
report was approved, including details of any parochial 
office held, are shown on page 7.  

MEMBERSHIP AND ATTENDANCE 

The Church in Wales is governed by its Constitution, 
set up under section 13(1) of the Welsh Church Acts 
1914 (the acts), as amended from time to time by its 
Governing Body.  Under the constitution, the PCC is 
responsible inter alia for the parochial budget and all 
expenditure thereunder, the care and maintenance of 
church fabric and of the churchyards, and for action on 
any other matter referred to it in accordance with the 
Constitution. The PCC is also the normal channel of 
communication between parishioners and the 
Diocesan Bishop.  
 

The PCC is not a body corporate. Its composition, 
procedure and powers are regulated by the 
Constitution. Before assuming office, every member of 
the PCC must sign a declaration that he or she will be 
bound by the Constitution, which provides that the 
members of the PCC shall be: 

The Incumbent, Vicars and Assistant Curates;   
A Church Warden for the whole Parish and a Sub-
Warden for each individual Church, all appointed by 
the Incumbent at the Annual Vestry Meeting (AVM), 
which must take place on or before 30th April each 
year; 
A Church Warden for the whole Parish and a Sub-
Warden for each individual Church, all elected at the 
AVM; 
Up to 25 lay members elected at the AVM; 
Co-opted Secretary and Treasurer (if not already ex-
officio or elected), plus up to 7 further co-opted 
members. 

The constitution further provides that lay, communicant 
persons over the age of 16 may be entered on an 
Electoral Roll (subject to certain conditions) and that all 
such persons, so entered, are entitled to vote and to 
stand for election.  
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General 
The PCC normally meets bi-monthly; attendance at 
meetings is shown on page 7. Some activities are 
delegated to Sectors (sub-committees) including one 
for each Church; Sector and sub-committee reports 
are reviewed at PCC meetings.  The activities for the 
public benefit, undertaken in the year, included:  
 

Ministry within the Parish 
2010 has again been a difficult year , with only two 
stipendiary clergy for much of the year and long 
periods of absence by the Rector due to illness. 
Nevertheless, a full pattern of services was maintained 
throughout the Parish with unstinting support from the 
local retired clergy (Revd Norman Williams and Revd 
John Marshall), together with valuable assistance by 
Ven. Bill Thomas, Rev Dr. Desmond Harvey, Rev 
Canon Peter Coleman, Rev Canon Peter Raikes, Rev 
Canon Richard Hanforth and the lay worship leaders. 
Every community in the Parish normally enjoys at least 
one service of worship each Sunday in its local 
Church, except for Aberthin where services are 
conducted every two weeks in the village hall. A 
regular pattern of midweek services is maintained in 
Holy Cross and Llanblethian Churches , and the lay 
Eucharistic team continue to minister to the 
housebound on a monthly basis. Within each 
community, the Church is active and except for 
Aberthin where there is no church building, the local 
Church provides a place for services, quiet devotion 
and acts as a local resource.  
 
Father Julian Jenkinsô contract came to an end on 31st 
December 2010 and he left to seek pastures new. We 
are delighted that Father David Boult joined us as a 
non-stipendiary curate on 1st January 2011. 
 
Youth work 
As we reported last year, the majority of youth work 
ceased towards the end of 2009 as the result of 
reduced clergy numbers coupled with long term 
sickness, and lack of lay support. However, we are 
very pleased to report that some lay support has been  
forthcoming and we wish to give particular thanks to 
Richard and Leonie Hain for their sterling work in 
resurrecting a thriving group which meets at Holy 
Cross Church every Sunday evening. 
 
Outreach and mission 
Contact with schools in the Parish has continued but 
has suffered as a result of clergy incapacity. The 
Parish again provided significant input to the 
ñChurches Together in Cowbridge and Districtò 
projects, particularly the annual events and functions 
organised  such as ñThe Holiday Clubò. Sunday 
Schools continue at Holy Cross, Ystradowen, Aberthin 
and  Penllyn Churches.  
 

The work of the Pastoral Care team continues to   
provide useful links between the Parish communities, 
the clergy, and lay and professional advisors.   
 
The Parish continues to support initiatives further 
afield including the ñWelcome the Strangerò project in 
Cardiff, and Llamau, a project for homeless young 
people  in Bridgend.    

PCC PROCEEDINGS AND ACTIVITIES 
The Benefice was again involved with Cowbridge 
Town Council in the organisation of the pre Christmas 
festivities, which included the arrival of Father 
Christmas and a grand Nativity parade. The  
Christmas Tree Festival, organised to coincide with 
these festivities, again attracted many visitors to Holy 
Cross Church to see the wonderfully decorated trees 
provided and sponsored by over 50 organisations from 
within the Parish.  
 

Fund-raising, for both ordinary funds and special 
projects, again provided numerous opportunities to 
organise, all kinds of events,  which not only raised 
money but also served to increase contact with more 
people in the Parish, and bring people within the 
Parish communities together. The regular post  service  
ñCoffee Morningsò on Wednesday in Llanblethian and 
on Friday in Holy Cross, Cowbridge, which are open to 
anybody in the area, continue to flourish. 
 

The Parish Magazine printed ñin houseò in the Parish 
office, published monthly (except for January), 
maintains an important contact for many people in the 
Parish. The ñPews Newsò sheet incorporating the 
Sunday and weekday service details, the readings for 
the week, latest news and essential Parish information 
is published and available to anyone attending 
Church. The Parish website carries a copy together 
with other information about the Parish and the 
services and ministry provided. 
 

Mission Giving and grants policy 
The PCCôs ability to support missions out of 
unrestricted funds was severely curtailed by its 
financial situation. In the main only those purposes 
where the PCC accepts a continuing responsibility 
were funded. Total giving for 2010 was £8,529 
compared to £8,767 in 2009. The full list of causes 
supported is in note 7 to the Financial Statements. 
 

Stewardship 
Planned giving has very gradually reduced over the 
last five years and has been at around £90,000.  Plans 
to conduct a stewardship renewal campaign in 2009 
were thwarted by the prolonged periods of clergy 
incapacity, which have continued into 2010. However 
we hope something can be done later in 2011. Costs 
continue to increase and unless giving can also be 
substantially increased, the Parish will be forced into 
cutting any development expenditure and is likely to 
face continuing deficits. Inevitably this will gradually 
diminish reserves to the point where serious cuts in 
staff and property would have to be made. 
 
Cost savings 
Following the departure and non-replacement of the 
full time stipendiary curate it has been possible to rent 
out the house in Leoline Close. The rent received, 
together with the saving of other costs connected with 
a stipendiary curate represent a substantial net 
reduction of costs. Further, as previously reported, the 
PCC undertook measures, early in the year, to cut and 
tighten other central expenditure. These total savings 
are largely responsible for the deficit being 
considerably below that budgeted at the beginning of 
the year. 
 
. 
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PCC FINANCES: RESTRICTED FUNDS 

Incoming and outgoing resource totals and detail are 
shown in the Statement of Financial Activities on page 
9 and in the accompanying notes; the totals for each 
of the major funds is shown in note 17 on page14. The  
deficit balances carried forward of £1,865 should be 
recouped by grants in 2011. Under charity law, the 
restricted fund balances carried forward may only to 
be spent on the purpose for which the funds were 
given.  

Summary for 2010: 
Incoming and outgoing resources are detailed in the 
Statement of Financial Activities on page 9 and in the 
accompanying notes. Giving (stewardship and 
collections) was £104,963, again marginally less than  
the previous year. Total ordinary income from all 
unrestricted sources was £168,959 compared with 
£174,290 in 2009 and a budget for 2010 of £170,265. 
 
Parish Share (Diocesan expenditure primarily to fund 
clergy stipends and oncosts) was the major item in 
outgoing resources at £83,764 (2009: £80,692); total 
expenditure was £173,913 (2009: £191,185).  
 
The working deficit of £4,954 is reduced by a surplus 
on revaluation of investments at year end, and by the 
recognition of the Almshouses site at Llanblethian as 
an asset (valued at the cost of fencing the land). 
Benefice interest in this property was noted in the 
2009 financial statements; it is now acknowledged as 
belonging to the Benefice. 
 
The net overall deficit of £1,863 has been deducted 
from reserves leaving a balance to carry forward of 
£284,750 of which £189,821 represents tangible fixed 
assets, leaving £94,929 as free reserves (2009: 
£97,723). 
 
Reserves policy: 
The PCC aims to retain a balance of unrestricted 
ñfreeò reserves equal to at least six months 
expenditure, to meet future shortfalls in income or 
unexpected expense. The balance at year end is in 
line with this policy.  
 
Future prospects: 
The budget for 2011 assumes a continuation of the 
present structure of staff and affairs and demonstrates 
the PCCôs determination to keep all Parish churches 
open and functioning. The 2011 budget summary 
included in the table on page 16, shows that provided 
Income can be maintained at the budget level the 
outcome should be a break even situation for the year.  

PCC FINANCES: UNRESTRICTED FUNDS 

CHURCH FABRIC 

Further major restoration work is required at Holy 
Cross Church and there are ambitious plans for the re-
ordering of the interior of the Church. Undertaking 
these works will depend upon obtaining the necessary 
ñplanningò faculties and successful bids for grant 
support.  
 
The repair to the roof at Flemingston Church has been 
completed. The major refurbishment of a stained glass 
window in St Hilary Church is now dependent upon 
obtaining the requisite faculty; the necessary funds are 
in place. Quinquennial repairs at Llanblethian have 
been completed, but a  number of small repairs are 
required at other churches and there is still work to be 
done  to make graves safe and two churchyard walls 
require repair. A substantial repair to Ystradowen 
churchyard wall was completed early in the year. 
There are no other major problems with Church fabric.

Restricted fund balances are largely represented by 
on demand deposits. Free unrestricted reserves are 
represented by similar deposit and bank balances, and 
investments (approximately 55% at year end). The 
surplus on revaluation and income from these 
investments produced an overall yield of 7.75% for 
2010 (based upon the end year value).  

RISK ASSESSMENT 

The PCC has reviewed the risks to its operations and 
is satisfied that they are mitigated in so far as the PCC 
has power to do so. The major risks are assessed as:  

Compliance with complex UK law relative to 
premises and activities; 
Maintenance of listed Parish churches and 
properties, which are expensive to repair; 
Provision of leadership to maintain ministry and 
service to the community in the light of the PCC 
policy to maintain all the churches in the Parish 
and the limited capacity of its clergy.  
Budget control of expenditure and adequacy of 
financial systems. 
With falling attendance, the ability to maintain 
income sufficient to match increasing costs.  

FUND INVESTMENT AND ADEQUACY 

PCC FINANCES: DESIGNATED FUND 

Management of the Llanblethian Church Hall is 
delegated to a Hall Management Committee and the 
operating funds are regarded by the PCC as a 
designated fund. During the year a substantial 
refurbishment of the hall was carried out, largely  
funded by grants, donations and fund-raising. At the 
end of the year the fund balance was a deficit of 
£2,242, but will be covered by a further local authority 
grant authorised since the year end.

NOTES TO THE 2010 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS  

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

The Financial Statements are prepared in accordance with applicable United Kingdom accounting standards, 
the ñStatement of Recommended Practiceò (SORP 2005) issued by the Charity Commissioners and the Church 
in Wales Accounting Regulations. The historical cost convention is used except for the valuation of freehold 
property, office equipment and investments (see below). The accruals basis of accounting has been adopted. 
The principal policies are applied consistently. 

A. ASSETS 

Freehold property and contents used for Church purposes:   
Church buildings and Churchyards (except for the majority of Holy Cross Churchyard which was transferred to 
Cowbridge Town Council) and vicarages are vested in the Representative Body of the Church in Wales; such 
property forms no part of the assets of the Benefice. Church contents require a faculty for disposal so are 
considered to be inalienable property. Many of these assets are historic in nature and include a large number of 
church fittings, utensils and ornaments spread over ten church buildings. No costs are available nor does it 
appear practical or economic to value or list them in these Financial Statements. They are listed and described 
in the Church Terrier Log Books. Expenditure incurred on Church property, contents and Churchyards is written 
off when incurred.  
 

Other freehold land and buildings, used for Church purposes, are held in trust for the Benefice either by the 
Representative Body or the Diocese of Llandaff.  No cost figures are available, so Church Halls (including their 
contents) are stated at valuations estimated by the PCC; other freehold property is stated at cost. No provision 
for depreciation of land and buildings is made. Routine additions and replacements to Church Hall contents are 
charged to current expenditure. The nature of the PCCôs interest in Llansannor Hall changed during 2006 and is 
dealt with in note 9. 
 

Office and other equipment: is at cost: Depreciation is normally provided to write off equipment over four 
years.   
 

Investments are stated at mid-market values on the balance sheet date. 

B. FUNDS 

Endowment funds  are funds, the capital of which must be maintained; only income arising from investment of 
the endowment may be used either as restricted or unrestricted funds depending upon the purpose for which the 
endowment was established.   
Restricted funds represent a) income from trusts or endowments which may be expended only on those 
restricted objects provided in the terms of the trust or bequest, and b) donations or grants received for a specific 
object or invited by the PCC for a specific object. The funds may only be expended on the specific object for 
which they were given. Any balance remaining unspent at the end of each year must be carried forward as a 
balance on that fund. The PCC does not invest separately for each fund. Though there is no separate 
investment, deposit account interest is apportioned to individual funds on an average balance basis. 
Unrestricted funds  are general funds which can be used for PCC ordinary purposes.  
Designated funds are sums set aside out of General Funds for specific designated purposes. They can be 
transferred back to unrestricted funds at any time.  

Planned giving, collections and donations are recognised when received. Tax refunds are recognised when the 
incoming resource to which they relate is received. Grants and Legacies are accounted for when the PCC is 
legally entitled to the amounts due. Dividends are accounted for when receivable, interest is accrued.  All other 
income is generally recognised when it is receivable.   

C. INCOMING RESOURCES 

D. OUTGOING RESOURCES 

The Parish share of central Diocesan expenditure is paid regularly and included in the year to which it relates. 
Grants (including donations to missions) are recognised when determined by the PCC. Amounts received 
specifically for missions are dealt with as restricted funds. All other expenditure is generally recognised when it 
is incurred.
